Based on PenLink analysis, HARRIS has regularly communicated with phone number: 928-887-2103, which seems to be a burner phone (MetroPCS carrier).  We have reason to believe that TORRES, Asdrubal is the legitimate subscriber to this phone.
TPD is currently investigating TORRES.

ENFORCEMENT ACTION REP0RT  (March 12, 2021)
Two local women were arrested on March 17 for participating in multiple drug and money laundering offenses in a probe led by U.S. Immigration and Customs Enforcement’s (ICE) Homeland Security Investigations (HSI), DEA, with assistance from the Internal Revenue Service Criminal Investigation Division.
Stephane Harris, 29, and on March 17, and Mary Romero-Martinez, 24, both of Phoenix, were arrested by PPD, ICE, and HIS while executing arrests during joint operation ROSEPETAL.
Harris was charged with multiple offenses related to drug trafficking and laundering drug proceeds between November 2019 and March 2021. Harris pleaded guilty to one count of possession intending to distribute heroin and one count of aiding and abetting money laundering.
On March 17, 2021, Phoenix Police Officers came to the residence Harris shared with her boyfriend in Phoenix, Arizona. While speaking to officers in front of the residence, she sent a text message to her boyfriend, warning him that officers were in front of the residence and that he should escape out the back. Harris wanted him to hide drugs that were located in the residence so they would not be found by law enforcement. Harris’s boyfriend responded to Harris’s text by advising he had thrown a bag over the fence. Officers later located that bag containing two kilograms of cocaine, nine kilograms of heroin, and 84 grams of fentanyl.
According to Harris, during an interview with investigators, she would receive the drugs from a Tucson man she only knows as “AUDAZ” or simply as Torres.  The drugs would be delivered by Torres several times a month.  Torres would drive a white cargo truck.   The proceeds of the drugs would go to a business owner (a restauranteur located somewhere south of Phoenix).  The proceeds would be given to a man known as Anthony (known as the white guy), who would collect the proceeds.  
On December 7, 2020, Harris provided Romero-Martinez with her debit card so that Romero-Martinez could withdraw drug proceeds from Harris’s bank account and transport the cash to Mexico. Harris admitted she and Romero-Martinez were being paid to engage in this illegal activity and were splitting the fee. On that same date, Romero-Martinez was searched by Customs and Border Protection (CBP) officers as she was attempting to drive outbound into Mexico with the cash. Officers found $32,802 on her person and in her vehicle.  The money was seized due to non-reporting and Romero-Martinez was detained.
